
The Amendments below to the AFLGSJ Rules have been approved 
by the Illawarra Regional Committee on Monday 3/4/06 and will 

apply in the 2006 season. 
Rule No Amendment sought 
6.2 Umpires “Orange Shirt” to be changed to white shirt as orange may be confused with one 

Club’s colours. 
8.3 Evening up is compulsory in all age groups including Under 13s and Under 15s.   

1. In Under 9s, 10s, 11s and 12s, where there are an uneven number of players 
the team with the greater number is permitted to play one extra players on the field.   
2. In the Under 13s and 15s both teams will always have equal numbers on the 
field. 

8.4 Minimum and Maximum Player Nos 
Age Group Min Max 
Under 9s 6 15 
Under 10s 9 15 
Under 11s 9 15 
Under 12s 9 15 
Under 13s 12 18 
Under 15s 12 18 

In Under 9s, 10s and 11s, if both teams have more than 15 players they will, by agreement 
of both coaches, be allowed to play up to 18 players. 

9.1.8 Duration of games –    Under 9s and 10s – 4 x 10 min quarters 
- Under 11s and 13s – 4 x 15 min quarters 
- Under 15s              - 4 x 20 min quarters 

9.1.9 Breaks – Insert 7 minute half time break for Under 9, 10 and 11s 
12.1 Runners – Insert only 1 runner per team allowed on field at any one time 
16.1.1 Final series.   - Teams are to match numbers to no fewer than the minimum and no more 

than the maximum number of players.  If one team has more than the other, the remaining 
players are to start as interchange players. 
Interchange numbers are limited to four (4) players if the team has players playing up from 
lower grades. An unlimited interchange is allowed if all players are currently registered 
and qualified for the age group. 

17.1.4 Best and Fairest votes will be counted for all age groups.

Coaches – There will be a phase in period before the application of this rule.  We have 
been assured by AFLGSJ that fines and expulsions will not apply this year.
